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This year 2008, Regional ministers around the country are making some special efforts to
encourage women in their various leadership roles, recognising that while we are well
represented in our churches, we do not feature quite so much in the structures and working
groups of our Union. This was addressed in two seminars at the Blackpool Assembly, and

Here in CBA we started the year by joining in with an inspirational seminar fro women led by
Nancy Beach who is an elder and teaching pastor at the Willow Creek Community church. The
theme of that conference was not to promote a feminist agenda, nor did it seek to assert that
women should necessarily become senior pastors. Rather it encouraged us to aspire to
excellence in whatever leadership gifts God has given us. To be trained and to be able to use
our gifts appropriately alongside the men in our churches.
